I t  is a summing up of England’s 
agricultural policy in Ireland th a t they 
stripped us of-our forests, bu t they took 
care to  leave us our grand virgin bogs.

Under the new butter Bcheme, which

“  Colonial Home Rule ”  means, in fact, 
independence within the B ritish Empiro. 
Hie scheme of Home R ule votgd for by the' 
Fitzgibbons, Gwynnes, Clancys, O’Dowds,' 
under instruction of Lloyd Georg?, -gives 
Ireland none whatever of the powers of 
Colonial Home Rule. The scheme voted fo r 
"by th e  m inority who talked of Colonial' 
Horae Rule conferred none, save one, o f 
Colonial Home Rule powers. If  these 
“  Colonial H orae' R ulers ”  had been Colo­
nial Home R ulers,' they would have taken 
th e  Canadian, the A ustralian, or th e  South 
.African C onstitution ' and claimed .its  ap­
plication to  Ireland, - It- was simple. I t ’ 
would have saved th e  CoriveritSbn’ 
five precious months o f' ineptitude, and it  
would have provffd a  trifle awkward for the 
English 'G overnm ent. B ut-apparently  the 
idea th a t  Ire land  should really possess as 
much power as even a British Colony w as 
too big for their grasping.
