TALLAGHT. 
TALLAGHT,an in land town and parish in Uppereross barony, Dubl in county , seven miles S . V>\ by W. from Dubl in , 
compris ing an area of 21,868 acres. Popula t ion of parish, 4,921 ; of town , 348^ inhab i t ing r>7 houses. The 
t o w n is s i tua ted on t h e road to Blessington, and the parish ex t ends from Balrothery hill on t he r ive r Dodder , 
to t h e G r e e n hills at its wes tern ex t remi ty . The southern por t ion forms the range called t h e Tallaght H i l l s 
and commands magnificent views of tshe bay and vale of Dub l in . T h e cliurch. a little above the town, dedicated 
to S t . Mael rune , h a modern building in the pointed style. A t F i rhouse there is a convent of Discalced 
Carmel i tes , and at Mount A n n e a sma l l monastery of the same order , in both of which free schools are held. 
In t h e town there is a Dispensary, and there are National Schools . I t is a Constabulary Police station, aiia 
P e t t y Sessions are held every a l te rna te Monday . The re are several paper and Hour mil ls in the parish, as also 
a wool len mi l l .
